He loved me e’er I knew Him, and all 
my love is due Him.  He plunged me to victory, beneath the cleansing 
flood.” We love the song, the sentiment, the hope, and the joy it fills us 
with.  We often face times in life when it does not look like victory.  We 
seem to struggle with the headwinds of life.  Yes, in this life we are faced 
with insurmountable odds, but we need not give up because our faith 
is the victory that overcomes the world.  Let us consider the victory we 
have through faith.	

What Do We Mean By Faith?  The faith mentioned by John is not

a kind of wishful thinking. The faith in consideration 
here is grounded in Jesus, the Son of God. It is a belief 
in the character of Jesus, in the life Jesus lived, and in 
the death, He died to bring us the forgiveness of sin. 
It is the kind of faith the Hebrew writer speaks of that 
will be pleasing to God (Hebrews 11:6). It is the faith 
that will not allow us to die in our sins ( John 8:24). It 
is a trust and confidence to do things that please God 
regardless of what things may appear to be in life.

Victory Is Real Because of Christ.  Many things in 
life are not real; they are just a facade. They look good 
on the surface, but they fail to have lasting effects. Jesus 
offers us real strength to stand against the onslaught 
of the world’s attacks on us. When faith is rooted and 
grounded in Jesus and the promises He has given to us, 
then we have an indestructible hope of the victory that is 
ours. We learn from Jesus how He faced many obstacles 
in life but continued to do God’s will and defeated the 
world’s greatest attack – death! Therefore, Jesus secured 
the victory and promised victory to all who serve Him.

This year the focus at Market Street will be “Faith 
is the Victory.”  Our desire will be to develop an unsha-
keable faith that will not be destroyed. We will work to 
increase our faith, strengthening our hope and resolve 
to live for Christ.

When the twelve spies returned to the camp of Israel

13:30). The people, evidently thinking that surely ten 

spies couldn’t be wrong when only two spies offered a 
contrary opinion, balked at trying to invade Canaan. 
The ten were wrong— the two were right.

Goliath was a giant who opposed the army of Israel 
in the days of King Saul. It was the prevailing opinion 
that Goliath could not be defeated. “When all the men 
of Israel saw the man, they fled from him and were 
greatly afraid” (I Samuel 17:24). It would have been 
easy for a youth such as David to assume that so many 
trained soldiers, could not be wrong. But you know the 
rest of the story.

The law of Moses warned against being swayed by a 
multitude: “You shall not follow a multitude in doing evil, 
nor shall you testify in a dispute so as to turn aside after 
a multitude in order to pervert justice” (Exodus 23:2).

And Jesus said, “Enter by the narrow gate; for the 
gate is wide, and the way is broad that leads to destruc-
tion, and many are those who enter by it. For the gate 
is small, and the way is narrow that leads to life, and 
few are those who find it” (Mt. 7:`13-14) And yet the 
stumbling block for many in obeying the pure gospel 
of Jesus Christ is that doing so would be an implicit 
denunciation of Christendom, and it seems that “millions 
professing Christians can’t be wrong!” They can be and 
they are. And the only way I can be right is to follow 
God’s word without being swayed by the multitudes.
